ETON COLLEGE - A FAMOUS BOYS’ SCHOOL
Eton College was founded in 1440 by King Henry VI. The College
originally had 70 King’s Scholars or ’Collegers’ who lived in the College
and were educated free, and a small number of ’Oppidans’ who lived in the
town of Eton and paid for their education.
Eton is a full boarding school committed to promoting the best habits of
independent thought, learning, and research as well as providing a broadly
based education designed to enable all boys to discover their strengths, and
to make the most of their talents within Eton and beyond.
Eton is financially independent, which enables it to provide scholarships to
gifted children whose parents cannot afford to pay tuition fees. There are
probably not more than 200 scholarship students among Eton’s 1300 boys.
A boy who wishes to join Eton at the age of 13 must be registered on the
Eton List, must come through a selection procedure when he is about 11,
and must subsequently pass the Common Entrance Examination. Entrance
VK-4 -B1 | exams for Eton require a good knowledge of French, Latin, and a number of

other subjects, many of which are not taught at state schools that are
maintained at public expense. This curriculum gap creates serious
difficulties.

Every boy at Eton is a boarder in a House of about 50. Boarding requires a
boy to take responsibility for his own life and to get on with a community of
other people.

Each House is presided over by a House Master, who is responsible for the
academic and personal welfare of his boys and for dealings with their
parents. The House Master is assisted by a ’Dame’, who looks after the
health of the boys and the domestic affairs of the House. Every boy also has
and academic *Tutor', whom he sees regularly.

In the past 99 per cent of students came from aristocratic families. Now the
situation has changed drastically. Whereas in the past, there was one student
from a middle-class family for every 19 offspring of dukes, earls, or barons,
today most of the students come from the families of lawyers, doctors,
businessmen, politicians, scientists, and academics. Children from working
class families constitute a very small proportion.

The share of foreign students should not exceed 10 per cent.

Eton uses modern, state-of-the-art teaching methodologies, yet the most
important of course are the moral principles and rules of gentlemanly
behaviour that are part of the educational process.

LEARN GERMAN OR YOU ARE OUT

Foreigners in Austria will be forced to learn German or face deportation
under new legislation passed recently.

Non-EU citizens who arrived in Austria after 1 January 1998 are obliged to
attend 100 hours of tuition in German language and culture. Those
immigrants who can prove that they already have German language skills
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and high-ranking managers and other professionals who stay for less than
two years can be excused. After three years, anyone who has not completed
the course will be fined and after four years of non-compliance their
residence permit will be withdrawn.

UK ACCOUNTATNTS TOP THE BEAN PILE

A UK accountant with five years' experience typically earns £ 72,000 a year,
against £ 42,000 in America. Those who are promoted to partner at one of
the Big Four accounting firms see their pay rocket to about £ 250,000 - or £
13,000 a month after tax. It is thought that some individuals earn more than
£ 2 million a year, although not all the big firms disclose details of pay.

It is widely assumed that US accountants earn more than the rest of the
world, but this is not borne out by the figures. UK accountants are
consistently more highly paid.

The tables are turned when it comes to a boardroom pay, however, with the
typical US chief executive earning 1.2 million pounds a year compared with
a miserly £ 409,000 for their UK counterparts. Company bosses in Sweden
scrape by on £ 250,000 a year.

The UK accounting profession remains overwhelmingly male. As few as
one in 11 partners at the big firms are women. The biggest UK firm, Price-
Waterhouse-Coopers, has 734 male partners and 63 female partners.
Rewards for those who make to the top of the greasy pole are substantial.
Senior accountants are still earning significant sums of money, in six or
even seven figures.

THE IMPORTANCE OF BEING SUCCESSFUL.

GIVE YOURSELF QUALITY LEISURE.

The key to success is often in working less, not more. Leisure is just as
necessary to success as work. It is the right balance of the two that allows
you to perform effectively and consistently. Never forget that.

Leisure is not a reward for a job well done; leisure is part of the job. This is
an important distinction. You don't oil and grease your car at the end of a
long trip: you use the oil and grease all through the trip so your car will run
smoothly.
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Leisure allows you to relax, let go, give the mind a break, to turn off. This is
necessary, for it is when the mind is in a state of relaxation, away from the
quotas and deadlines, that creative, new ideas are given the opportunities to
surface and make themselves known.

Universities have, for centuries, operated with this principle. They call it
sabbatical. Once, every seven years a professor is encouraged to take a year
off to study or travel and, most importantly, to escape from the duties of
professorship. The theory is that, after a year, the professor will come back
invigorated, with new, stimulating ideas that in turn will enrich the
university and its students. The theory is well-grounded in fact.

Most people are so busy working hard that they will never be successful. We
have been taught, wrongly, that hard work is a way to success. Hard work
without the balance of leisure almost always leads to failure. It is the leisure
time between work that allows you to return to your project again and again,
refreshed, with renewed vigour and enthusiasm.

It might be of interest to note that most major achievers have reported that
they made their biggest breakthroughs after taking time out for
contemplation and reassessment. This is not hard to understand because
when you are idle, your subconscious mind (=the creative mind) advances
full-steam ahead. It is very often during these idle times that brilliant new
ideas come forth.

THE MAIN TOPIC.

A HEALTHY MIND IN A SOUND BODY?

Sitting passively in front of the television for hours is taking its toll on the
bodies and minds of children. Studies have documented unhealthful effects
on weight, attention span, reading skills and socialization among children
who spend hours a day watching television or playing video games.

By the time American children finish high school, they have spent nearly
twice as many hours in front of the television set as in the classroom.
Moreover, nearly 60 per cent of American children aged 8 to 16 have
televisions in their bedrooms. Regardless of income level, most homes in the
United States these days have more than one television. Half of American
households have three or more. In addition to the family or living room,
there are often televisions in each bedroom, the kitchen, basement and even
the bathroom and garage. With access to television wherever children may
be, it is hard for parents to control the amount and content of what they
watch.

A child glued to the tube is sitting still, using the fewest calories of any
activity except sleeping. Such children get less exercise than those who
watch less television, and they see many more commercials for unhealthful
foods and beverages. They also have more opportunities to consume such
foods than do children who are out playing. It is no surprise, then, that the
percentage of children who are seriously overweight is rising.

Television is also a mentally passive activity. When watched in excess,
experts say, it deprives children of hours that could be spent fostering
creativity, self-reliance, learning and social interaction.

Studies have found that children who watch 10 or more hours of television a
week have lower reading scores and perform less well academically.
Pediatrics found that the more television watched by toddlers aged 1 to 3,
the greater their risk of attention problems at age 7. Studies of brain function
show evidence of direct harm to the brains of young children who watch
television for two or more hours a day.

Watching television fosters development of brain circuits, or “habits of
mind’, that result in increased aggressiveness, lower tolerance levels and
decreased attention span.
